TITLE XIX

PRESERVES AND SIMILAR ITEMS

Article 406 – The generic name “preserves” shall apply to products obtained from cooking fruit, vegetables, or tubers (whole or in pieces), the juices and/or pulp thereof, with sugar (sugar, dextrose, inverted sugar, glucose syrup, or mixes thereof) with or without other added sweeteners, additives, and ingredients.  Comprised are marmalades, jams, candied, glacé, crystallized, or frosted fruit, drained, and preserved in sugar.

Article 407 – Candied , glacé, crystallized, or frosted fruit, drained and preserved in sugar shall comply with the following:

(a) free of leaves, fragments of insects, and extraneous matter;

(b) fruit shall possess a minimum of transparency, shine, and turgidity; texture shall be firm, item shall not disintegrate under pressure between the fingers;

(c) may contain dyes and scents, or other authorized additives.
