TITLE XXV

PREPARED MEALS AND DISHES

Article 465 – Prepared meals or dishes are food items sold ready to eat, whether cold or hot, or requiring heating only.


Raw materials, ingredients, and final product shall comply with the requirements hereunder.

Article 466 – Prepared meals or dishes sold hot shall be kept and transported in containers designed to ensure conservation of the contents at a uniform and permanent temperature of 65ºC.  Prepared meals and dishes sold cold shall be kept and transported at a temperature  not exceeding 5ºC.


This provision applies to food distributed on all means of passenger transportation. 

Article 467 –Display cases where prepared meals or dishes are exhibited shall comply with the requirements hereunder

Article 468 – Containers for prepared meals or dishes sold individually shall be labeled with the name of legal representative, address of food manufacturer, number, date of health permit, health agency responsible for granting such permit, and date of manufacture.

This information should be printed in the packaging or found on a label adhered to the packaging
